The chemistry behind the 

system.

- Adenosine Triphosphate (ATP) - the energy 
source in all living cells. 

- reaction with luciferin /

luciferase produces

light. 
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ATP is present in 

blood, skin cells, 

other bodily fluids 

and microbes.
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ATP Cleaning Verification

-As organic material comes into contact with surfaces, it 
leaves ATP.

- After we clean, the amount of ATP that remains is a 
direct indication of how much organic matter is still left 
on the surface.
